Instructors: Graduates lead the way

Eighteen months of hard work paid off for three new trainers who graduated from Seeing Eye Dogs Australia’s Trainer Diploma program in Melbourne in December.
In 2006, SEDA Senior Instructor Ian Cox travelled to Brazil and China to select applicants to complete the program at SEDA Kensington.
The two candidates – Fabiano Pereira and Jiang Dan – were joined by a local SEDA employee, Emma Hedge, who was chosen for her dedication and love of animals. 
Emma said qualifying was an “extremely proud moment”, adding that getting through the 18-month course “was an intense time for all of us”.
“So much of learning is the doing, so we were always with the dogs and working up through the sequential training process. 
“It starts with teaching them straight lines, then you move on to obstacles, busier areas, traffic training. You go through shoes quickly!”
Fabiano, who came from the Helen Keller Guide Dog School in Brazil, returned home with SEDA-trained Winter, now a public relations dog guide.
Dan was selected from 33 Chinese candidates. She is now sharing her skills with the China Guide Dog Training Centre in Dalian – the first institution of its type in a nation where 12 million people live with blindness or low vision. 
Each cadet trained 12 dogs that are all now working.

A day at the kennels

Kennel Attendant Lisa Dodds outlines a typical day at our national Kensington facility for dogs in training.
7am: Arrive to a chorus of dogs barking, happy to see us and get breakfast! Each dog has a specific amount and type of food for meals written on a board. They bark excitedly when they hear the food trolley. When it arrives they are separated and fed individually.
8am: Time to write up the daily report, noting daily medications, abnormal behaviours or health issues. We administer medications, before letting the dogs out for the first run of the day. Each dog goes out with its kennel mate, while we clean up and change their water. Meanwhile the dogs are enjoying the fresh air, playing with toys and enjoying tug-of-war. The attendants make sure the dogs stay out of trouble!
10am: We bring the dogs back inside the kennels. They always trek dirty pawprints on the clean kennel floor, but you learn to deal with it! Next it’s time for a health check and grooming. Each dog is checked for any abnormalities and given a brush so they look respectable before their trainer takes them on a walk. Our volunteers love helping with this task as it gives them a chance to bond with the dogs.
11am: How about some office training? We often take dogs upstairs during the day to learn how to behave in an office. While the dogs get some quiet time, the staff love their canine companions. During their spare time, staff and volunteers take dogs to the “cuddle room”, where they can play with toys, have a massage and lap up one-on-one attention. Some love to play while others just want to spend quality time with you.  
12.30pm: At lunch the dogs are given a form of “environmental enrichment”, such as an ice-block or a Kong, to keep them stimulated. On Friday they receive a special treat – a huge marrow bone, which cleans their teeth!
2pm: Time for another 30-minute run outside with kennel mates. A new dog is coming in, so we have to complete a full health check and inform Dee Moore, Kennel Supervisor (see story, opposite page) of any issues. After bathing it, we match the dog with a kennel mate. It’s always interesting to see how they initially respond to each other.
4pm: The dogs know it’s tea time, so the barking starts up! After tea they have another run, go to the toilet then head off to bed. We ensure all the dogs have enough water for the night as well as a bed and toys to play with. We also clean the kennels again in preparation for tomorrow.
